Mon. Oct.25 DEPART USA
Depart USA to Egypt and the Holy Land on a
“Pilgrimage of a Lifetime.”

Tues. Oct. 26 - CAIRO D)
Arrival in Cairo, where we will be met by English speak-
ing guide and transferred to your hotel for a

This became the
site of Monasteries built to commemorate the Holy Fam-
ily.

After lunch, visit the Egyptian Mu-
seum of Antiquities for a private, detailed, guided tour.
Among other fascinating exhibits, see the treasures of the
tomb of Tutankhamen; walk around the mummies and
examine them from all angles, gaze into their incredibly
well preserved 3,000-year-old faces.

Wake up at 3:00 AM and climb the Mountain of Moses.
According to tradition, it was on this mountain, rising to a
height of 7,497 feet that Moses received the Ten Com-
mandments. From the top, experience the spectacular sun-
rise as the dawn breaks over this land of penetrating beauty
and mystery. This hike is only for people who are very fit
and experienced in hikingDescend for breakfast at the
hotel.

Visit the Monastery of St. Catherine, which sits at an alti-
tude of 5,150 feet on the reputed site of the “Burning
Bush.” The monastery was built by the Emperor Justinian
between the years 527 and 565.

Depart St. Catherine (lunch box included) crossing at Taba
border into Eilat, Israel. Meet and assist upon arrival to
hotel in Eilat for dinner and overnight.

Remainder of day at leisure.

Sun. Oct.31- PETRA - ELIAT (B,L,D)
Early breakfast and hotel departure at 7 am. Upon border cross-
ing, we will be met by our Jordanian guide to begin our visit to
the most spectacular site in Jordon, the rosered cityof
Petra, derived from the word “Rock.” Entrance to Petra
is after a 1200 m walk through a winding snake-like can-
yon (20 min). The impressive eastern entrance leads
steeply down through a dark and narrow gorge (in places
only 3 - 4 meters wide) a natural geological feature
formed from a deep split in the sandstone rocks leading
to the spectacular “Treasury.” Return to Eliat for dinner
and overnight.

Mon. Nov.1 DEAD SEA - MASADA -TIBERIAS (B,D)
After breakfast, ascend Masada by cable car to the top of
the rock; visit the Roman palaces, storehouses and syna-
gogues of 2,000years ago. Time permitting, float in the
Dead Sea 1300 ft below sea level. Continue on to Qumran,
where Dead Sea scrolls were discovered. Passing Jericho,
Beit Shean ruins, drive along the Jordan Valley to Tiberius.
Dinner-overnight Tiberius.

Tues. Nov.2 - TIBERIAS - GALILEE (B,D)
This morning, take a private boat ride across the Sea of
Galilee and arrive in Kibbutz Genosar to visit the fisher-
man’s boat found in 1986, dating back to the days of Jesus.
On to Capernaum to visit Peter’s House. Later today we
visit Tabga, the Church of the Multiplication on the Mt. of
Beatitudes, where the Sermon on the Mount took place.
Drive along the West Bank of the Sea of Galilee to the
River Jordan where John baptized Jesus. Return to Tiberias
for dinner and overnight. MASS: Mount of the Beatitudes

Wed. Nov. 3- CANA - NAZARETH (B,D)
Drive along the lower Galilee with stop in Cana to visit the
church of wedding feast where Jesus’ first miracle took
place. Continue to Nazareth and visit the Church of the
Annunciation and St. Joseph’s Grotto. Drive to Megiddo

Thurs. Nov.4 - JERUSALEM (B,D)
Drive to the Mount of Olives and Garden of Gethsemane
where Jesus prayed the Agony in the Garden. Enter the
Old City, to the Pool of BethesedaWalk down the stairs to
the Western Wall. Visit the “Temple Steps”, with the
original steps that led to the entrance of the Temple 2000
years ago & the Wall Excavations, also known as the Rab-
binical Tunnels. Continue to Bethlehem and Church of
the Nativity. Stop at the Olive Wood factory to shop for
magnificent articles made of olive wood. Hotel for dinner
and overnight.
