Mon  Mar  5, 2012        DEPART  USA   

Depart USA to Egypt, Jordan and Israel in the Holy

Tue  Mar 6  - C AIRO                                     

Arrival in Cairo, where you will be met by your English 

speaking guide / Egyptologist and transferred to your 

Cairo hotel.   Remainder of day at leisure. 

 

Wed   Mar 7  -    CAIRO                                   (B,L,D) 

Visit St. Mary Maadi Coptic Church where it is be-

lieved Moses was found.  One of the strange phenomena 

is that a bible was found floating on the Nile (a few 

years ago) on the page declaring  “Blessed be Egypt my 

people. “  Later, visit Old Cairo and the Church of Abou 

Serga (St. Sergius) built above the cave where the Holy 

Family took refuge. After lunch, visit the Egyptian  

Museum of Antiquities for a private, detailed, guided 

tour.  Among other fascinating exhibits, see the treasures 

of the tomb of Tutankhamen; walk around the mummies 

and examine them from all angles, gaze into their incredi-

bly well preserved 3,000-year-old faces.  Dinner in a  

typical Egyptian restaurant.  Cairo Hotel overnight. 

   

Thur   Mar 8    -      CAIRO                               (B,L,D) 

After breakfast, drive to Wadi Natroum where the Holy 

Family passed on their way from Sakha. This  became the 

site of Monasteries built to commemorate the Holy Fam-

ily. Continue to Giza with our private Egyptologist / tour 

guide.   We will visit  the Sphinx, Great Pyramid, and 

the Royal Burial Chambers.  Return to Cairo to enjoy 

lunch and to visit the Papyrus Institute with time for 

shopping.   

Tonight,  enjoy a special buffet dinner and  entertainment 

onboard a boat cruising the Nile River for a Fabulous 

Dinner Party reflecting civilization along the banks of 

this river for over 4,000 years.  Cairo Hotel overnight. 

MASS:  Monastery of St.  Makarius – if available 

 

Fri    Mar 9   -   CAIRO -  MT. SINAI             (B,L,D) 

Visit St. Mary’s Church, Zeitoun where Our Lady 

was seen walking around the dome of this church sev-

eral times.  Depart Cairo and drive to the Suez Canal. 

Take the tunnel under the Suez and arrive at the Sinai 

Peninsula.  Enroute, visit Eyoun Moussa (Moses Spring) 

Hamam Pharaoh, Church of  Wadi Feiran.  Arrive St. 

Catherine’s /area of Mt. Sinai for dinner and overnight. 

MASS:  St. Joseph’s Catholic Church, in Zamalech 

 

 

 

Sat    Mar 10  -  MT. SINAI - PETRA, JORDAN  (B,L,D) 

Wake up at 2:30 AM and climb the Mountain of Moses. 

According to tradition, it was on this mountain, rising to a 

height of 7, 497 feet that Moses received the Ten Com-

mandments.  From the top, experience the spectacular sun-

rise as the dawn breaks over this land of penetrating beauty 

and mystery.  This hike is only for people who are very fit 

and experienced in hiking. Descend for breakfast at our  

hotel. Continue to the Monastery of St. Catherine, which 

sits at an altitude of 5,150 feet on the reputed site of the 

“Burning Bush.”   The monastery was built by the Emperor 

Justinian between the years 527 and 565.  

Depart St. Catherine’s  (lunch box included) crossing at 

Taba border.  Meet and assist upon arrival,  transfer directly 

to hotel in Petra, Jordan for dinner and overnight.  

 

Sun    Mar 11         PETRA, JORDAN                  (B,L,D) 

Visit to the most spectacular site in Jordon, the rose-red 

city of Petra, derived from the word “Rock.”  Entrance to 

Petra is after a 1200 m walk through a winding snake-like 

canyon (20 min). The impressive eastern entrance leads 

steeply down through a dark and narrow gorge (in places 

only 3 - 4 meters wide) a natural geological feature formed 

from a deep split in the sandstone rocks leading to the spec-

tacular “Treasury.”   

Return to Petra hotel for dinner and overnight. 

 

Mon  Mar 12  PETRA - MADABA - TIBERIAS     (BLD)

Morning drive to mosaic-filled city of Madaba to view the 

oldest mosaic map of the Holy Land.  On to Mt. Nebo, site 

where Moses overlooked the Dead Sea with a magnificent 

view of Palestine and the springs where Moses smote the 

ground to bring forth water. Lunch en route in a local res-

taurant. Cross the Jordon River, via the Hussein Bridge to 

reach Tiberias, Israel for dinner and overnight.

Tues  Mar 13        TIBERIAS  - GALILEE (B,D) 

This morning, take a private boat ride across the Sea of 

Galilee and arrive in Kibbutz Ginosar to visit the fisher-

man’s boat found in 1986, dating back to the days of Jesus.

(w/time to renew Baptismal vows for those who wish).  

 Dinner and overnight at our Tiberias Hotel.  

MASS: Mount of the Beatitudes 

 

Wed.  Mar 14   - CANA - NAZARETH              (B,D)      
Drive along the lower Galilee stopping in Cana to visit  

 
the church of wedding feast where Jesus’ first miracle 
took place. Continue to Nazareth visit the Church of the 
Annunciation, St. Joseph’s Grotto.  Stop in Mt. Car-
mel to visit the Carmelite Monastery where Elijah fought 
against the prophets of Ba’al. Drive to the ruins of the 
ancient Roman city of Caesarea. Visit the Roman Thea-
ter and the Aqueduct.  Then climb the Judean Hills to 
the most beautiful city in the world, Jerusalem, arriving 
in time for dinner and overnight.  Mass: Cana - renewal 

of vows.  Dinner and overnight Jerusalem Hotel  

 

Thur.  Mar 15       JERUSALEM                         (B,D) 
Drive to the Mt of Olives and Garden of Gethsemane 
where Jesus prayed the Agony in the Garden.  Enter 
the Old City, to the Pool of Betheseda. Walk down the 
stairs to the Western Wall. Visit the “Temple Steps” 
that led to the entrance of the Temple 2000 years ago also 
known as Rabbinical Tunnels.   Dinner and overnight  

Jerusalem.    Mass: Church of the Agony.  
   
Fri  Mar 16    JERUSALEM - BETHLEHEM     (B,D) 
Drive to Ein Karem for a visit to the Church of St. John 
the Baptist. Then on to the Shrine of the Book,  Dead 
Sea Scrolls & a model of Jerusalem in the days of Jesus. 
Continue to Bethlehem and Church of the Nativity – 
Shepherd’s Field.  Stop at the Olive Wood Factory in 
Bethlehem.

Sat Mar 17 - JERUSALEM –  DEAD SEA           (B,D)  
Visit the spectacular Masada fortress– site of one of the 
ancient Romans’ greatest sieges. Reached by cable car, 
there are stunning views across the Dead Sea towards 
Jordan. Time permitting, float in the Dead Sea 1300 ft 
below sea level, the lowest place on earth.  Continue on 
to Qumran, where Dead Sea scrolls were discovered.  
Dinner and overnight; Jerusalem Hotel  

 

Sun Mar 18 JERUSALEM- TEL AVIV- LAX    (B,D)  
Visit to the Yad Vashem Holocaust Memorial. Enter the 
Old City through the Zion Gate and start a walking tour 
of the Jewish Quarter of the Old City. Visit Caiphas’ 
House, Mt. Zion, David’s Tomb and the Last Supper 
Room.  Walk the Via Dolorosa as Jesus did to the Holy 
Sepulchre Church.  Mass:  Church of Holy Sepulchre. 
Return to hotel for dinner & freshen up before our jour-
ney back home.  Depart hotel at 8:00 pm to the Tel
